Mr. Gallman b t to me late to-night the follow-
ing message incorpors a statement which President
Truman Brogoses to make to-morrow 4th October. I have
asked the President to postpone making the statement
until I have had time to consult you. In immediately
following telegram I send you my first reactions. I
slwuliglbe glad if I could have your views as soon as
possible.

statement a¥ once on the subject, = Attached hereto is a
copy of the statement which I am planning to issue to-
morrow October 4th:

'T have learned with deep regret that the meetings
of the Palestine Conference in London have been:
adjourned and are not to be resumed until December 16th,
1946, In the light of this situation it is appros
priate to examine the record of the administration's
efforts in this field, efforts which have been
supported in and out of Congress by members of both
pouggtical parties, and to state my views on the
situation as it now exists.
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
